4. Types and Team Setting

1. The competition will be a Team format. Each team consists of two members.

2. Each team member must be representatives, nominated by their university or institute.

3. One university/institute is eligible to nominate NO MORE than 2 teams.
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5. Procedures, Details, and Criteria of the Competition
The competition will be held in TWO rounds: Elimination Round and Final Round.
5.1 Elimination Round
- All teams must record their business presentation video clip as follows:

within Friday 26 August 2022 for judges’ evaluation.

- All judges will select the top FIFTEEN presentations into the final round.

5.2.1 Preparation for the Competition

- The finalists must show their photos of negative COVID ATK test results at the registration.

Date and time of the test results must be clearly indicated on the photos and must be the date

of the competition.

- The finalists must wear a face mask at all time during the competition.

- Both members of the finalists must register at the registration 15 minutes before the

competition begins. If not, the competition organizers reserve the right to eliminate that team

from the final round.

5.2.2 Rules

- The order of presentation of all 15 teams will be determined by the spinning of the
wheel.

- All teams should have their file ready for the presentation in the order previously
determined.

- All teams will have SEVEN minutes to deliver their business presentation. A timer will
show the following timer cards, which the presenters should follow closely:

® A GREEN timer card will be shown when the presenters have reached 5

minutes (two minutes left).

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® A YELLOW timer card will be shown when the presenters have reached 6
minutes (one-minute left).
® A RED timer card will be shown when the presenters have reached 7
minutes. The presenters have 30 seconds to end their presentation.
® Presenters who have gone over 7 minutes 30 seconds will be requested to
stop and disqualified from the question session.
- All teams will be asked 2 questions from the judges at the end of their presentation.
(about 3 minutes)
- Judges' decisions are final*.

- present their original presentation with improvement, or
- produce a new presentation under the same theme: “Creating On-line Business in
the New Normal”

2. During the presentation, the finalists must observe the timer card.
