Ability to leave New Zealand

It is a condition of your visa that you will be able to leave New Zealand. Evidence of this can include
paid travel tickets, sufficient funds to buy travel tickets, or approved sponsorship. If you are outside
New Zealand when your visitor visa is granted, you may be required to show evidence when you
check in for your flight to New Zealand or when you arrive in New Zealand that you are able to leave
New Zealand in the future. If you cannot show this, you may be prevented from travelling to or
entering New Zealand.

How can you prove your visa details without a visa label in your passport?

Your employer can verify the details of your visa online using VisaView. With your consent, other
people or organisations such as health care providers or travel agents can verify the details of your
visa using the Visa Verification Service.

Do you have a new passport?

If you get a new passport while this visa is still valid, you must request INZ to update your visa details
so that they match your new passport. INZ's website has information on how to do this:

You must not remain in New Zealand after your visa expires

You must hold a valid visa at all times while you are in New Zealand. If you do not hold a valid visa
you will be in New Zealand unlawfully and you will be liable for deportation. If you do not leave
voluntarily before you are served with a deportation order you will face a prohibition period
preventing your return to New Zealand in the future.

PROGRAMME NOTES:

Classroom observation days or timing may be altered depending on availability at individual schools and school
holiday periods.

Course sessions will include bespoke course workshops tailored specifically for this group.

The Programme has been designed based upon the information provided by Kasetsart University. The suggested
curriculum can be further discussed to meet needs.

In the event that one or more adjustments have to be made to the above Programme, we will endeavour to replace
the content with a class or activity of equal value to this Programme. The final day by day timetabling will be
confirmed once a contract is agreed.

It is recommended that participants arrive with the equivalent of an IELTS level of 5.5 to ensure they gain maximum
benefit from this Programme.

Mihi whakatau: a mihi whakatau is an informal Maori welcome, used as a way to acknowledge and foster new
relationships. A mihi whakatau typically involves whaikorero (formal speeches), waiata (songs), hairu/hongi (shaking
hands and pressing noses) and mihimihi/whakawhanaungatanga (opportunity for all participants to introduce
themselves and get to know one another).
