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Abstract

This article is part of a larger study on livelihood and adaptation of Myanmar
workers in Nakhon Si Thammarat province to support the new community of Association of
South East Asian Nations (ASEAN). The purpose was to investigate on how the Myanmar

workers have been living and adjusting themselves while working in new environment.
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Purposive sampling was used to the select 10 key informants; family head Myanmar workers
and 8 complementary informants; 2 university administrators, 3 foremen and 3 NGOs.
Participant observation and interview were used as research instruments and the data were
analyzed by qualitative content analysis.

The data revealed that Myanmar workers in Nakhon Si Thammarat province
gradually became significant human capital in manufacturing and service sectors in Thai
society. They opted and tried to work for various types of jobs to earn their living.
Furthermore, they tried to adjust themselves to get used to doing more than one jobs at a
time to be better suited to work diversification context. In term of adaptation, most workers
would adjust themselves mainly due to the circumstances of Thai economic, social issues,
and culture in which they mainly tend to rely on Thai government policies and local
employers. Concurrently, their adaptation on social and cultural matters, the data seems to
suggest that they tend to do so in order to gain benefit from Thai state welfare and from their
